INFORMATION FOR GOLF SOCIETIES ORGANISERS
BOOKING YOUR SOCIETY DAY, COSTS AND PAYMENT

Details of the Golf packages and extras available, costs and menu options are shown on the 'Society
Booking Form' which is enclosed.

To confirm your booking you must return the 'Society Booking Form', a deposit of £5 per head and a
signed copy of the 'Agreement to Booking Conditions' within 21 days.

Societies choosing not to take the evening meal are not permitted to obtain bar snacks at members
prices following their golf day. However those electing for Package C are welcome to a bar snack or
sandwich prior to their round.

PAYMENT AND DISCOUNTS

Society accounts are required to be settled on the day and invoices are available from the bar following
your game of golf. Payments may be made in cash, by a Single Company or Personal cheque, or by
Credit/Debit card. A return visit discount, as shown below, will be deducted from your bill if your Society
took a golf package at Knebworth in the last two years. Please tick the appropriate box on the booking
form to obtain this.

Any Knebworth Golf Club 'Playing' member in your Society will be charged 50% of the total package
price, KGC Social members will be charged 75%.

CONDITIONS OF PLAY
Handicaps  All players must have a Club or Society handicap.

Tee Reservations & Tee Times
The 1st tee is reserved for Societies. The 10th tee is a starting point for Club members and there is a
system of alternate teeing off with those who have just played the 9th. We recommend:

- 8 minutes between tee times

- 4 hours per round

- 5 hours between am and pm tee times (1 hour for lunch -eat as your come in).

- 5 hours between the last pm tee time and dinner being served (all eat together)
Society secretaries are asked to ensure that their players are aware of their starting times, and the normal
courtesies when on the course.

Trolleys Societies are subject to any restriction on the use of trolleys which may be in force. Please
check the day before if the weather is unseasonal. Only wide wheeled trolleys are permitted.

Course Marshals. The Club operates a system of course marshals. The duty marshal should be your first
point of contact on arrival. He will direct your players to the locker room, issue green-fee tickets,
scorecards and organise your teeing off. Course marshals are also responsible for lost property and for the
issue of nearest the pin and longest drive markers.

Vehicle and Other. Security Society members must park in the visitors' car park. Players should be
meticulous in locking their vehicles and ensuring that tempting items are not readily visible in the car.
Valuable items should not be left in the locker room. We cannot accept responsibility for items lost or
stolen at Knebworth Golf Club.

Use of Club Facilities. With the exception of the snooker room & Members' Bar all Club facilities are
available to your group.

Professional's Shop (Tel: 01438 812757). Full pro-shop facilities are provided at Knebworth under the
stewardship of Garry Parker. As well as trolleys, buggies are available; however, it is recommended that
buggies are pre-booked by phone beforehand.

Society Flags Society flags may be flown by arrangement.

Presentations A presentation table and microphone is available.

Nearest the Pin Nearest the Pin and Longest Drive markers are available.
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DRESS AND OTHER RULES (Please pass a copyto all members of your Socety)



The dress rules are fairly standard for a members' Club and we ask all your players are aware of them..
The following rules apply: The General Dress Code shall be "smart casual”, with a further restriction
to include "No Jeans, no stained, cut or torn clothing and no "sportswear". For the course, only
"recognised golfing apparel” shall be worn. As with our members, in the event that society players are
improperly dressed they will not be allowed to play the course or use the Clubhouse facilities.

DETAILED DRESS CODE

On the Course

* Only recognised golf apparel may be worn.
Proprietary golf shoes MUST be worn.
Shirts MUST be worn and be tucked in at the waist.
Shirts MUST have sleeves.
Shorts MUST be tailored knee length. 3\4 length trousers are not acceptable.
Trousers are NOT to be tucked into socks.
NO jeans, combats or cargo style trousers or shorts.
The wearing of socks is not compulsory, but if socks are worn with shorts, they must be white.
There are no regulations regarding the length of socks.

* Dress, smart casual at all times.

* Golfing apparel may be worn before play, but players MUST change after play. Exceptionally,
players may enter the Lounge Bar to obtain a drink provided they retire to the patio or Marquee
immediately afterwards.

Prior to 19.00 shorts are permitted on the same basis as other golf clothing.
No collarless T-shirts.

No ripped, torn or stained clothing

No Sportswear: ie. golf shoes, football shirts, trainers, track suits.

No hats or caps to be worn indoors.

No denim of any colour.

No flip flops allowed in either bar or on patio.

The wearing of socks is not compulsory.
